The  past  five  years 
witnessed outstanding events and we are looking forward again this year to a 
wonderful celebration of the Peruvian Horse in Jefferson, Wisconsin.

Our  judge  is  the  Honorable  Edie  Gandy.  She  is  an  excellent  judge  and  a 
breeder with a lifetime experience in the Peruvian Horse. 

 We will have the opportunity to interact with her and hear about her philosophy 
of  judging  and  learn  from  her  vast  experience  at  the  Judge’s  reception  on 
Friday.

For the this show, we have scheduled on Saturday morning, a non-qualifying 
novice performance class,  this  class  is  aimed at  the  novice  show rider,  the 
judge will make comments during the class to allow the riders to improve their 
performance and acquire additional skills. 

This show is approved as a regional  show by the North American Peruvian 
Horse Association (NAPHA). Non members of  the organization are eligible to 
participate  in  this  event  and will  not  be  charged any extra fee although we 
encourage all participants to become members of NAPHA . This show is open 
to  all  horses  registered  with  the  AAOBPPH,  NAPHA,  PPHRNA  or  other 
Approved Registry. The horses are being shown under NAPHA Rules and has a 
NAPHA approved Judge and Carded Show Steward for additional points. 

Qualified  entries  will  receive  points  towards the relevant  awards of  NAPHA. 
Champions  of  Champions  will  be  eligible  to  enter  the  corresponding 
Championship Class at the  2007 National Championship Show  to be held in 
Fort Worth, Texas on October 11-14, 2007.

For  this  year,  we will  be offering two purse classes open to  amateurs.   An 
Amateur Performance Class and Amateur Geldings Stakes. 

We want to take this opportunity to thank our Show Officials, the volunteers that 
have made a terrific contribution, the individual class sponsors, the corporate 
sponsors, the exhibitors, the spectators and all of those who by their actions or 
by their presence will make this show a success.

ENTRIES:  this  show  is  open  to  all  horses  registered  with  the  AAOBPPH, 
NAPHA, PPHRNA or  other Approved Registry.  The horses are being shown 
under NAPHA Rules. Horses must be entered under the full registered name 
and  their  owner’s  name.   No  horses  will  be  permitted  to  complete  unless 
properly entered on the Entry Blank, which must be signed by the owner or 
agent and accompanied by the required entry fees, copy of registration papers, 
stall or grounds fees and tack room fees.  Checks must be made payable to 
Classic  Peruvian Horse Show and mailed with the entry to Karen Lee-
Molkenthen, W9160 Bussey Road, Edgerton, WI 53535, by July 14, 2007.
The management agrees to cancel and refund entry fees on any horse not fit to 
show, provided a Certificate of Disability from a Veterinarian is received by the 
Show Management.  In such an event, another horse from the same stable may 
be substituted without  additional  charge.  Entry fees shall  be refunded if  the 
cancellation is made prior to July 27, with the Veterinarian Certificate.
NOTE:
The Arbitration Agreement on the back of the Entry Form must be signed or 
your entry will not be accepted.
A  COPY  OF  THE  REGISTRATION  PAPERS  MUST  ACCOMPANY  EACH 
ENTRY.  ENTRIES WILL NOT BE PROCESSED WITH OUT THEM.  BE SURE 
TO BRING PAPERS FOR POST ENTRY.
A  current  copy  of  a  2007  Coggins  test  must  accompany  the  entry.   The 
ORIGINAL must accompany the horse/s.  Proper payment must accompany the 
entry.   If  an  Exhibitor  desires  to  add  classes,  horses,  or  incurs  any  other 
expenses during the show, these must be paid for immediately or the Show 
Secretary be given a signed, currently dated blank check.

CONDUCT
-This  show will  strictly  enforce  all  rules  regarding  the  proper  conduct  of 
exhibitors, owners, and their representatives.
 - Anyone displaying drunken or disorderly conduct will be prohibited from 
the showground’s
 - Each exhibitor while on the show grounds shall display his horse in the 
most natural  way possible and maintain his horse in a suitable manner.  
Exhibitors shall  at all  times take whatever steps are necessary to protect 
themselves, their horses and the viewing public.
- Smoking and parking signs will be adhered to.
- All dogs on the grounds will be confined or be on a leash.
- It is a violation of the show rules to commit any act or to make remarks 
during  the  show  that  are  considered  offensive  or  made  with  intent  to 
influence or cast aspersions on the judging.  Any exhibitor may be barred 
from the show for this offense.
- Exhibitors are warned that any act of discourtesy of disobedience of the 
officials on the part  of an owner, groom, rider,  handler or member of  the 
family  or  persons  participating  in  the  show,  may disqualify  them or  their 
horses from adjudication. 
- The management reserves to itself the right to remove a groom, rider or 
handler from the show without being liable for compensation or damages.

TACK (Applies to qualifying classes)
Peruvian Bozal gear consists of Peruvian bozal, halter, eye covers, saddle 
and corona, crupper and tail cover and stirrups.  No pellon, poncho or spurs.
In the Bit gear consists of Peruvian bridle and bit, halter, eye covers, saddle 
and corona, crupper and tail covers and stirrups.  Pellon and Peruvian type 
spurs are optional.

ATTIRE (Applies to qualifying classes)
White long sleeved shirt, white pants, white scarf, brown or black boots and 
belt and a Peruvian hat.

Bozal classes: no poncho, pellon or spurs.

In Bit classes: poncho or jacket are to be worn, use of pellon is optional.

The attire must match the tack being used.  Western, plantation, English or 
sidesaddle is permitted. A Peruvian bit is required.

CLASS NUMBERS
Each  horse  will  be  issued  an  entry  number,  this  number  must  be  worn 
(visible to officials) by the rider/handler in all classes.

SPURS
Spurs  are  also  an  optional  appointment  and  therefore  must  be  of  the 
Peruvian type.
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RULES AND REGULATIONS

Every person who participates in the show is responsible for knowledge of 
and is subject to the current rules and regulations of the NAPHA and The 
Peruvian Horse Breed Standard.  All exhibitors, handlers, riders, and other 
persons participating in the show are responsible for a thorough knowledge 
of ALL rules and regulations.  Rulebooks may be obtained by calling 817-
447-7574 or online at www.napha.net.

JUDGES AUTHORITY
The Judge shall have the authority to place any horse in whatever position in 
a class he/she thinks the merit of the horse justifies.  The Judge shall award 
prizes in order starting with the first and may not vacate places.  This applies 
whether there are one or more entries in a class.  If there are more horses of 
merit in a class than there are prizes offered in that class, the Judge has the 
right to make a favorable comment over the public address system about the 
horses shown before him but shall make no negative comments.
RING ADMISSION STEWARD
The Ring Admission Steward shall call to the attention of the Show Steward 
or the Show Veterinarian any entry that does not, in his/her opinion, conform 
to  the  NAPHA  Peruvian  Horse  Breed  Standard.  Showing  requirements 
regarding hoof length, appearance, tack, attire, and soundness.  The Show 
Steward and/or  Veterinarian (where needed)  shall  investigate and handle 
such  matters  in  accordance  with  the  NAPHA  Peruvian  Horse  Breed 
Standard.
 DRUGS AND ARTIFICIAL APPLIANCES
The use of artificial appliances and forbidden substances shall be prohibited 
in all phases of horse exhibition in or out of the show ring.  The exhibitor is to 
advise the Horse Show Committee or Secretary of all drugs administered 
within 72 hours prior to or during the event (in writing).  This information is to 
be made available for inspection by anyone interested.  No horse shall be 
eligible for competition in any class if it has been administered a forbidden 
substance, ie. any stimulant, depressant, tranquilizer, or local anesthetic that 
might affect the performance of the horse.  Any horse entered in a class is 
subject to examination by a licensed veterinarian.

HEALTH REQUIREMENTS 
• Any horse entering Wisconsin must have a Health Certificate issued within 
30 days prepared by a licensed Veterinarian
• A 2007 Coggins
• If importing from a state quarantined for vesicular stomatitis in any species, 
you need an import permit.  Call 608-224-4872 weekdays 7:45 am to 4:30 
CST to request a permit.  Vet must certify free of evidence and no contact 
within 30 days before shipping.

REFUND POLICY
• Requires a valid, written Veterinarian Certificate
• Another horse may be substituted from the same stable.
• Pre-entered horses: class and stall fees are refundable, The office fee, Vet 
fee are NOT refundable.

ALL HEALTH REGULATIONS WILL BE ENFORCED.

HEALTH CERTIFICATES AND PROOF OF OWNERSHIP REQUIREMENTS: 
1.  Health Certificate signed by a veterinarian within 30 days of the show  
2.  Coggins test from 2007 – original must accompany horse
3.  Registration papers or current agent papers

Stabling Facilities: one horse to a stall, mares with nursing foals are excepted, 
showing from trailer requires a “jump fee”
Box stalls and Tack stalls (10x10, concrete floor) $70.00 each, Friday am to Monday am
End stall $100.00 each
Additional day of stalling $  25.00 per day/per stall
Bedding *price subject to increase $    6.50 per bag
Jump Fee (shown from trailer for one day only) $  30.00 per day
RV Parking (with electricity) $  25.00 per night
Saturday Reception $  15.00 per person
NO STALLS WILL BE ASSIGNED WITHOUT A PROPER ENTRY FORM & 
PAYMENT.
Horses must be placed in assigned stalls and no change will be permitted except 
with the consent of the Barn Superintendent.  Each animal must be assigned a 
separate stall (except nursing mares with foal).  Stalls shall be ready Friday, July 
27; if arriving early or late, please arrange in advance – call Karen @ 608-884-
2011.  There will be a charge of $25.00 per night per stall for early arrivals or late 
departure.  All exhibitors are advised to bring buckets, hay nets and other items 
to care for their horses.
*Every  stalled  horse  must  purchase  shavings  from  the  facility  –  no  outside 
shavings are permitted.
MUSICAL EXERCISE CLASS: 3-minute routine to music, bring your own pre-
recorded music – cassette or CD.  This class will accept pairs.
CHAMPIONSHIP CLASSES:  FIRST and SECOND place horses in qualifying 
classes will be automatically entered and charged a fee.  If not shown, you may 
request a refund. 
BEST BOZAL AND BEST GAITED HORSE:  FIRST place horses only advance 
and will be automatically entered and charged.   Request a refund if not shown.
CALL TO CLASSES: Classes will be called promptly and with advance notice 
before each preceding class enters the ring.  Three (3) minutes will be allowed 
after the gate is opened.  If a tack change is required, a written request must be 
submitted to the secretary.  This provides an additional four (4) minutes, for a 
total of seven (7) minutes.
CONDUCT OF EXHIBITORS:  This show will strictly enforce all rules regarding 
the proper conduct of  exhibitors,  owners and their  representatives.   Any one 
displaying drunken or disorderly conduct will  be prohibited from the grounds. 
Interaction with the judge will be possible during meals, we will expect that all 
due courtesy be shown.
